TALLAHASSEE APPLICATION REOUIREMENTS

In general, the Environmental Impact Analysis (EIA) is submitted at the same time as the Site Plan or Subdivision application. Capital
Improvement Projects and those projects that do not require site plan approval must apply for the EIA by submitting it directly to the
Growth Management Department (GMD). The EIA must address each of the conservation or preservation areas identified on or
adjacent to the site during the Natural Features Inventory (NFI). Specific EIA application requirements are identified in the Tallahassee
Land Development Code. Please remember that the EIA will not be accepted unless a NFI has been approved or conditionally approved
by the GMD and that an environmental permit application will not be accepted without an approved EIA.

An EIA must contain the following; !
- Completed Application - Fee - Impact Analygis
- Owner’s Affidavit - EIA Overlay - Mitigation w
- Project Narrative - Site Plan/Plan Sheets

EIA Application fees are currently set at $556.00 or $885.00 for sites which contain 100 @ pdplain. City projects may use the

Budget Transfer Memorandum when transferring City funds.

A Project Narrative describes the scope of work.

An EIA Overlay is a plan sheet or series of plan sheets that show both the g@f the conservation and preservation areas and the

proposed development activity.
