If your K-12 kids are interested in riding the City bus to school, sign them up for StarMetro’s

Student Transportation for Academics and Responsibilities (STAR) Program, which allows them to

ride for free. All students participating in the STAR Program must have a STAR Program Card and
current signed agreement on file. With these items, students in grades 6-12 can ride StarMetro
unaccompanied; students in kindergarten through fifth grade must be accompanied by a sixth
grade or older sibling, legal guardian or parental designee.

StarMetro is also a convenient way to reach Florida State University, Florida A&M University and
Tallahassee State College. FSU students, faculty and staff can ride free a valid FSU ID, and FAMU
students can ride free with a valid FAMU student ID. TSC students, faculty and staff can purchase
a discounted StarMetro pass for unlimited use of bus services. The pass can be purchased for $99
per semester in person in the Cashier's Office using a valid TSC ID.
