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Other Tips

If you have City sewer service:

* Plant trees and shrubs away from sewer
lines to avoid damage to your sewer from
roots.

* Call before you dig (811).
* Replace broken or missing cleanout caps.

* Remember that homeowners are
responsible for maintaining their service
lines (the sewer pipe from the road to your
house).

If you have a septic tank in the City
limits:

» Contact the City to see if you qualify for a
septic to sewer connection, 850-891-6155
(grants may be available).

* Pump out the septic tank every 3-5 years.

» Keep drain fields clean and free of debris
and heavy items that can compact the soil,
such as:

* cars, boats and other vehicles

* gardens, raised vegetable beds, plants,
shrubs and trees

* pools and sheds

«» Consider installing an advanced septic
tank system for enhanced nutrient
removal.

These steps help protect local
springs, lakes and streams.
